High-level Conference on Environment and Sustainable 

Development in the Danube-Carpathian Region

Bucharest, 29/30 April 2001

On 30 April 2001, a High-level Conference on Environment and Sustainable Development in the Danube-Carpathian Region will be held at the Parliament Palace in Bucharest, Romania. 

On 29 April 2001, a preceding Meeting of Ministers of Environment will be held. Parallel to the High-level Conference on 30 April 2001, a Business-NGO Forum and Exhibition will take place.

The Conference will be co-chaired by the President of Romania and HRH The Duke of Edinburgh, WWF President Emeritus, and is jointly organised by the Romanian government and the WWF Danube-Carpathian Programme in Vienna.

The High-level Conference events are devoted to environmental conservation, restoration, and sustainable development in the Carpathian region and the Danube river basin. The Danube-Carpathian region is the vital freshwater catchment area for Central and Eastern Europe; it is unique in its diversity of plant and animal life and contains the largest areas of both virgin and montane forest in Europe. The Carpathians are the last European stronghold of large mammals such as the brown bear, wolf, and lynx. The Danube-Carpathian region has in parts seen considerable damage in recent years due to war and environmental degradation, and is under pressure from increased economic development. 

A Declaration, stating commitment to co-operation on environment and sustainable development in the Carpathian region and the Danube river basin, will be adopted by the participating countries. 

The Heads of State and other high representatives of all countries of the Danube-Carpathian region (Albania, Austria, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Germany, Hungary, FYR of Macedonia, Republic of Moldova, Poland, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Ukraine, and FR Yugoslavia) are invited, as well as senior executives of inter-governmental institutions, international financial institutions, and NGOs. The World Bank, European Commission, UNEP, UNDP, OSCE, and USAID have indicated their participation and support.
